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RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council give second reading and adopt:

Ordinance No. 2023-01 to amend Section 3-151 (Appeals from Action of Police Chief) Chapter VI
(Special Animal Permit) of Title 3 (Animal Regulations) of the CMMC to grant appeal authority to the
City Manager in place of the City Council for Special Animal Permit related actions taken by the Chief
of Police.

BACKGROUND:

At its regular meeting on January 17, 2023, the City Council gave first reading to and introduced
Ordinance No. 2023-01 by a 7-0 vote.

ANALYSIS:

The Ordinance is being presented for second reading and final adoption. If approved, the Ordinance
would become effective 30 days after the second reading.

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Council may give second reading and adopt the Ordinance as proposed, modify the
Ordinance, or not adopt the Ordinance. If the City Council chooses to make substantive
modifications to the Ordinance after introduction, the modified Ordinance would need to be brought
back at a future meeting for second reading and adoption.
