The Mobile Home Park Advisory Committee meets quarterly to address issues that will help improve
the quality of life in mobile home parks and reviews matters concerning mobile home parks in the
City. Staff received one (1) application for the vacancies to be filled.

Staff recommends that the City Council reduce the number of committee members to seven (7). This
aligns the committee’s size with that of other City committees. The composition would be as follows:
